VIEW (Voice, Interests and Education of Women) is a voluntary women’s organisation with over 13,000 members in over 260 clubs across Australia. VIEW members ‘make connections to make a difference’, connecting women locally with a common purpose of raising funds to support The Smith Family to improve educational outcomes for Australian children and young people experiencing disadvantage.

VIEW also empowers women to have their voices heard on issues of importance for the future wellbeing of Australian society. A recent national vote by our members endorsed the following motion:
VIEW Clubs of Australia call on the State and Federal Government to ensure funding and resources are sufficient to address the educational needs of children who fall below the National Educational Standards for their year level in numeracy and literacy and provide programs and resources to meet the educational needs of children failing to attain the National Standards in numeracy and literacy as indicated by NAPLAN.

All Australian children deserve access to a high-quality education. Education is a fundamental need, not a luxury for those who can afford it, and it underpins fairness, opportunity, and long-term national prosperity. It is the cornerstone of Australia’s social and economic progress, and every child should have the programs and resources necessary to reach their full potential. 

The 2024 national NAPLAN results, as reported by the Australian Curriculum, Assessment and Reporting Authority (ACARA), provide clear evidence that students who fall below national benchmarks are not achieving expected learning outcomes and are likely to experience ongoing learning difficulties without targeted and timely support. Intervention early in the pre-school and early years is especially important and investment at this stage delivers long-term benefits for students, schools, and the broader community. Poverty and disadvantage often escalate these issues. Without timely intervention, these gaps widen over time, limiting future opportunities and outcomes.

We strongly believe that additional support and resources are essential to help students catch up and keep pace with their peers and drive improvement. High-quality teaching, early intervention, and targeted support for struggling students are critical to fostering a personalised and inclusive learning environment. The Smith Family has some important and impactful programs to support students, but more needs to be done.

By prioritising targeted funding, early support, and high-quality teaching, we can ensure that all Australian students, regardless of background, have a fair chance to succeed.
